Nicholas. It provides detailed instructions on how to consistently apply graphic 
elements across various media and platforms, ensuring that the brand’s image 
remains cohesive and recognizable.

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Symbol
The symbol of this logo is an oval seal with a cross inside consist of the initials 
of the name of the church. HTR for “Holy Trinity” and SNCH for “St. 
Nicholas”(horizontal from left to right). Also vertical GR for “Greek”(top) 
and CH for “Church”. Finaly the O at the center represent “Orthodox”. 
Also based of design of the Ηieromonk Lukas.

Typography to Logotype
Based of the handmade typeface of the Ηieromonk Lukas of Xenophontos 
Monastery in Mount Athos. Our office redesign this unique material to 
the final image that you can see. Father Vasileios Apostolidis’ contribution 
to the completion and details of the logo was substantial and very useful. The 
primary title is the name of the church “Holy Trinity - St. Nicholas” and the 
“Greek Orthodox of Staten Island” serves as secondary one. As a handmade 
typeface it seems very natural with intimate solid letters and strong attitude. 
Also the primary title set apart from the secondary with a line.
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Layout and Usage
This logo have three main variations in layout. The first one  is the line version 
which it’s usable mainly at printed matter. The vertical layout is more imposing 
and graceful but it’s usage is a little bit limited because of the space that this 
layout demands. The most efficient way to display the logo with this layout 
is a stand alone page. Last, I present you the rectangular version which is 
condensed to occupy less space. It will be used mostly with other logotypes 
as sponsors or organizers.
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Clear Space
A generous area of clear space surrounding the logotype is an important part 
of its design. Do not place any graphics, photographs, illustrations or type 
within the minimum clear space area. This space is 5mm.
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Black & White
This logotype can display in black & white or in greyscale version if needed. 
100% black for absolute black or 70% black for the grey tone if you prefer.
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Color Palette
The base colors are the Blue Oblivion and the Yellow Jasmine. Both of them 
are prestige, elegant and serious colors. These two colors are complementary 
colors at color palette. Alternative can be used the colors Socialist (red) and 
Dayflower (cyan). The choice of colors was based on the Orthodox Christian 
art of iconography.

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Background Color
The Blue Oblivion can be used as the background color with white typography. 
Then the seal and the line will be Yellow Jasmine or Dayflower. General, white, 
gold and light grey should be used with dark background colors for the best 
visual display.
